Conversion

Christ invites us to respond to evil first of all
through a serious examination of conscience and with
the commitment to purify our lives. Otherwise, we will
perish, he says, we will perish in the same way. In
fact, people and societies that live without questioning
themselves have ruin as their only final end.
Conversion, on the contrary, despite the fact it does
not preserve us from problems and adversities,
enables us to address them in a different "way."

Above all it helps to prevent evil, and to
neutralize some of its threats. And, in any case, it
enables us to overcome evil with good, though not
always at the level of events, which at times are
independent of our will, certainly always at the
spiritual level.

In short, conversion overcomes evil at its root,
which is sin, though it cannot always avoid its
consequences.

Let us pray to Mary, who accompanies and
supports us in our Lenten journey, to help every
Christians to rediscover the grandeur, | would even
say the beauty, of conversion. May she help us
understand that to do penance and correct our
conduct is not simply moralism, but the most effective
way to improve both ourselves as well as society. An
apt maxim explains it very well: It is better to light a
match than to curse the darkness.

Conversion

Cristo invita a responder al mal ante todo con un
serio examen de conciencia y con el compromiso de
purificar la propia vida. De otro modo, pereceremos, dice,
pereceremos de la misma manera.

Y, en todo caso, permite
vencer al mal con el bien, si bien no siempre a nivel de los
hechos, que a veces son independientes de nuestra
voluntad, ciertamente siempre a nivel espiritual.

En definitiva :la conversién vence al mal en su raiz, que
es el pecado, aunque no siempre pueda evitar sus
consecuencias.

Pidamos a Maria santisima, que nos acompafa y
apoya en el camino cuaresmal, que ayude a cada
cristiano a redescubrir la grandeza, diria incluso la belleza
de la conversion. Que nos ayude a comprender que hacer
penitencia y corregir la propia conducta no es simple
moralismo, sino el camino mas eficaz para mejorarnos
tanto a nosotros mismos como a la sociedad.
